 Outside meter readers (also known as touch-pads) 

need to be accessible.  Shrubs, fencing, and new con-

struction can make it difficult to access touch-pads.  

Please keep the surrounding area clear of obstacles. 
 

 Keep your eyes open for anything unusual around our 

wells, reservoir or pumping stations.  Vandals or ter-

rorists can strike at anytime day or night.  The district 

has a representative available 7 days a week/24 hours 

a day.  If you see anything that doesn’t look right; call

FALL  FLUSHING 
 

TIE A STRING ON YOUR FAUCET as a reminder 

that the sanitary district will be flushing water mains dur-

ing the weeks of October 14th and 21st as part of our 

regular maintenance program. 

 

Flushing accomplishes two tasks: first, it cleans the 

mains of mineral buildup, and secondly it ensures the 

hydrants are in good operating order.

Flushing will start on Monday, October 14th on the east 

side of Highway 51, and move to the west side of High-

way 51 on  Monday, October 21st. Flushing should be 

completed by Friday afternoon, October 25th.  You may 

see water spraying from fire hydrants, which is part of 

the flushing process.

Delinquent bills placed on the tax roll and 

paid with your property taxes are NOT deductible, PER

WARNING 
The Rib Mountain Sanitary District is warning all cus-

tomers not to flush items such as cloth rags, 

“flushable” wipes, disposable wipes and cleaning 

clothes, plastic or latex products (including plastic 

tampon applicators and condoms) down the toilet. 
These items are clogging pumps and valves in the lift sta-

tions and they may clog your own private lateral creating 

sewer backups and flooding into your basement.  
 

The Sanitary District will not provide any com-

pensation to property owners or renters for dam-

age done by sewer backups.  
 

We recommend that you add to your homeowner’s insur-

ance policy coverage for this hazard.  We also urge you to 

install a check valve in your basement floor drain.  While 

this check valve requires periodic cleaning to insure prop-

er working conditions, it can reduce the devastating ef-

fects of a sewer backup.

In order to keep records accurate, please notify our office 

whenever a property changes ownership or a mailing ad-

dress has changed—especially during the winter months 

when you head for warmer climates.

BILLING STATEMENTS 

 

Billing statements are due 20 days after billing is re-

ceived.  If you pay by check, the date used to determine 

whether a payment is late is the date the check is RE-

CEIVED at the Sanitary  District NOT the date of the 

check or postmark.  A penalty of 1% is assessed month-

ly on all overdue utility balances.
