SUMMER RECREATION DIRECTOR – PROGRAM UPDATE – Becky Paul introduced Emily Norton as the new Summer Playground Director.  Emily has been with the program for the past three years, so the transition should go smoothly.  Ms. Paul stated the school buildings have been secured for the season, field trips have been planned and the registration application has been approved through the Town.  Park Superintendent Turner recommended the posting for assistants for the program with the hope of interviewing in March.

STREET & PARK REPORT – Street/Park Superintendent Turner stated due to the current weather conditions, the ice rink has been closed.  The crew cleaned up some dead trees at Rookery View Park.  Scott informed the group the Noon Optimist Fishery event held this past weekend was a great success.  Bill Bursaw and Scott have been working on the 15 year Doepke Trail agreement.

ROOKERY PARK KIOSK MAP DESIGN – Scott asked the Committee to review the presented map rendition of Rookery View Park and asked for final mark-up.  Some suggestions included sizing-up some of the pictures, incorporating captions under the pictures and if possible to enhance the islands.

DOEPKE NATURE TRAIL SIGNS – Bill stated he has been in contact with Beth at Hazelwood State Park, who is an in-house graphic designer.  Due to her work schedule, it would be about two or three months before she would start the project.  Upon completion, Bill will bring the signs back to the Committee for final approval before they are made.

DOEPKE GRILL STATION – Scott Turner informed the Committee he has ordered two large grills.  RJ Thomas Mfg was offering a buy one get one half price.  The other grill will be installed at Liberty Park.
