June 13, 2017 

Meeting Minutes 
 
 
Present: Chairman Brad Conklin, Bill Bursaw, Jerry Muehlbauer, Dana Laher, Chad 
Grundemann, and Andrea Larson.   Marne’ Bruner was excused. Deputy Clerk Michelle 
Peter and Street/Park Superintendent Scott Turner were also present.  
 
Approval of Minutes: Motion by Bursaw/Larson to approve the minutes of the May 9, 
2017 meeting.   Questioned and carried. 
 
STREET & PARK REPORT – Street/Park Superintendent Turner reported a bee issue has 
been addressed at Dopeke Park on the boardwalk.  The recently installed volleyball nets at 
Liberty Park are being used.  The soccer netting and framing at Liberty Park are in poor 
condition and asked if members wanted items repaired.  It was the consensus since the 
park is not heavily used for soccer to leave the items alone at the present time.  Park 
Superintendent Turner recently spoke with the company who plans to address the cracking 
of the tennis courts at Liberty.  There are still water concerns and the possibility that the 
new surface coating may peel back some of the existing structure.  The Trillium Trail 
construction is scheduled to begin in 2019. 
 
WELCOME TO RIB MOUNTAIN SIGN LANDSCAPING IMPROVEMENTS –The Rib 
Mountain roadcrew along with Marne’ updated the “Welcome to Rib Mountain” signs by 
landscaping and eliminating annual flowering with perennials.  Marne’ also donated some 
of her plants to the Town, thank you!  
 
SUMMER RECREATION PROGRAM UPDATE – Scott Turner spoke with Emily Norton, the 
program director, who indicated that everything is currently going smoothly.  The 
roadcrew has delivered all of the program’s supplies to the sites. 
 
OLD BUSINESS –  

A. Dog Park Planning – Fundraising has begun. 
B. Potential Eagle Scout Projects – Chairman Conklin stated he has been in contact 

with a Samoset representative with regards to potential Eagle Scout projects.  
Members discussed some possible ideas; camera installation at Rookery Park, 
fountain in the pond by Bone and Joint Clinic and kayak launch. 

C. Domtar Disc Golf – No updates. 
D. Grill Stations – Scott stated they are in the planning stages.  Commission 

members suggested installing concrete stabs under the grills. 
E. Kayak Launch – Grant Application – No updates. 
F. Emerald Ash Borer Planning – Spring 2017 – The inventory process has started.  

Inventory will consist of only Town property ash trees. 
G. Nature Trail Signs – No update. 

 
PARK PROJECT LIST – REVIEW AND DISCUSSION – Chairman Conklin has not added any 
new updates.  Chad stated he would forward the updates that were discussed at the 
previous park meeting.

REPORTS FROM COMMISSION MEMBERS – Dana presented her findings on community 
gardens.  Church Mutual reached out to the UWMC, garden rule agreements were drafted.  
She will seek additional information on membership and fees.  The Commission needs to 
seek out potential sites that would have water access.  If the Connections Place were to 
proceed with their plans, the Commission might be able to work with them.  Andrea asked 
if an article could be included in the next TownBeat regarding the landscaping around the 
“Welcome” signage.  She also noted the Venture Challenge recently held its 3rd year race.  
They had a professional photographer and used a drone for videoing and suggested that 
maybe the Town would like request the rights to use the pictures to promote the Town 
parks.
