TOWN OF RIB MOUNTAIN
PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING
June 12" 2013

Chairman Tom Muellner called the meeting of the Planning Commission to order at 7:00 p.m. Members
present included Lee Benes, Jim Hampton, Laura McGucken, Kevin Mataczynski, Christine Nykiel and
Tom Steele. Also present were Zoning Administrator Dan Dziadosz and Assistant Zoning Administrator
Jeff Kussow.

MINUTES:
Motion by Tom Steele and seconded by Jim Hampton to approve the May 22, 2013 regular
planning commission meeting minutes. Motion carried.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:

a) Becca’s Café (Mid-Wisconsin Financial Services Inc., property owner), requesting approval for
modification of a conditional use approval for “Indoor Entertainment” located on the premises
addressed 3845 Rib Mountain Drive to allow for construction of a mezzanine within the current
restaurant, per RMMC Section 17.056(4)(h) - Indoor Commercial Entertainment. Legally
described as Assessor’s Plat Number 7 Lot 4 Block 2, exempt M629-563 (Highway), exempt
Document #1573644 (Highway); Parcel # 34.45.002.004; PC Docket #2013-18

Dan Dziadosz explained that Becca’s Café is seeking to add a mezzanine above the existing
serving area to make a second story within the existing space. This addition will approximately
double the amount of occupants in the restaurant. He explained that the only issue regarding this
proposal is the need for more parking spaces on the property. He stated that he has worked with
Becca’s owner and has identified additional spaces in the recommended parking plan that can be
added to the property.

Kevin Mataczynski questioned if the back of the building is primarily employee parking. Mr.
Dziadosz stated that it is primarily employee parking in the back.

Chairman Muellner questioned if the proposed additional parking would satisfy the zoning
ordinance requirements. Mr. Dziadosz stated that the additional parking does satisfy the zoning
ordinance requirements that pertain to the increase in occupancy for Becca’s Café.

Laura McGucken questioned if overflow parking in Slumberland would cause an issue. Mr.
Dziadosz stated that there have been discussions and there seems to be no issue. He stated that
there is also room for parallel parking on the property.

Jason Lowman (Becca’s owner) explained the interior changes to the restaurant and also
explained that there is an informal agreement with Slumberland to allow for employee parking in
Slumberland’s parking lot. He stated that all tenants of the building have agreed to use the back
parking lot as employee parking.

Motion by Laura McGucken to approve modification of the conditional use approval of
Becca’s Café for the construction of a mezzanine within the current restaurant. Seconded
by Tom Steele. Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS:
a) Review of a minor modification to the Precise Implementation Plan (PIP) for the property

addressed 4300 Rib Mountain Drive (Wal-Mart) to allow for a Subway sign on the Wal-
Mart/Sam’s Club pylon sign.
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Jeff Kussow explained that Subway is looking to place a sign on the existing pylon sign on Wal-
Mart’s property that currently has a “Wal-Mart” sign and a “Sam’s Club” sign. He explained that
Wal-Mart reduced their amount of signage by approximately 400 square feet in 2009. The
proposed sign is approximately 30 square feet.

The commission commented and questioned. The commission agreed that this is a minor
modification and can be approved at staff level.

OLD BUSINESS:
a) Bone & Joint Landscaping Update; PC Docket #2011-16

Larry Sponder, Ben Hackett, and Phil Hopkins appeared representing Bone & Joint. Mr. Hackett
explained updates and modifications to the prairie landscaping around the Bone & Joint property.
He specifically explained that the transition area from the sidewalk to the prairie landscaping will
be mowed and the undesirable weeds will be removed to create a more manicured appearance.
He also explained that they have added beds of flowering prairie plantings around the monument
sign, along the entrance on Hummingbird Drive, and will be adding flowering prairie planting
beds around the utility boxes. Mr. Hackett explained that there is an irrigation system that has
been installed, which irrigates the main bed around the monument sign and along the top of the
steep hill that separates the parking lot. Mr. Sponder further explained the proposal which
introduces more color to the prairie landscaping and to provide water in drought circumstances.
Mr. Hopkins stated that maturity and flowering of the plants will take some time, approximately
the end of the year. Mr. Hopkins explained further about plants and selections.

Laura McGucken questioned the ditch design with aggregate rocks and vegetated areas. Mr.
Hopkins stated that it has been like that since he started maintaining the property. The
commission questioned and commented on the ditch design and possible future design. Lee
Benes questioned who owns the property in the ditch. Mr. Hackett stated that it is Town
property, but Bone & Joint is maintaining it. Ms. McGucken guestioned the irrigation system.
Mr. Sponder stated that the irrigation system can be manually controlled so it does not water
areas that do not need it.

The commission questioned and commented. The commission stated that they would like to see
how the modifications turn out and revisit the issue in November.

CORRESPONDENCE / QUESTIONS:
a) Keller Inc. Zoning Map Amendment request; PC Docket #2013-19

Jeff Kussow explained that there will be a proposed Unified Development District (UDD)
rezoning public hearing for the property addressed 5605 Lilac Avenue at the June 26, 2013
regular Planning Commission meeting.
